Regul arly, the teacher educators watch the student teachers in their
host schools. Immedi ate after the observation, the teacher educator
attends a discussion with the student teacher to provide feedback.
The post-observation conference is essential for enhancing the
student teachers' teaching abilities.

Qbservation by Instructors

The school instructors and teacher educators coll aborate to give
student teachers with hel pful input. A standard observation formis
utilised for this.

Cbservati on by School Adm nistrator

The principal also plays a crucial part in the observation process.

They observe the student teacher on occasion and record their
observations on a separate form
